NASN Director

Purpose: The NASN Director acts as a liaison between NASN and the affiliate organization (MSNO)

Responsibilities:

1. Serve a 4 year term

2. Serve as a member of the MSNO Executive Committee

3. Attend monthly MSNO Board meetings and provide written reports 

4. Attend and participate in the biannual NASN Board meetings

5. Complete MSNO expense reimbursement voucher for attendance at NASN meetings

6. Provide written report to NASN prior to both meetings detailing:

7. Attend and participate in the NASN Annual Conference

8. Provide leadership for the School Nurse of the Year and School Nurse Administrator of the Year nominations from MSNO

9. Communicate concerns and information from MSNO to NASN and from NASN to MSNO

10. Complete and submit annual affiliate report to NASN by June 15 of each year

Qualification:

1. Must be a current active MSNO/NASN member for three consecutive years

2. A willingness to travel, prepare for and participate in MSNO and NASN meetings
